Della Friday was born on 16 December 1887 in
Missouri. She married Howard Sapp and later
married James Campbell. She died 5 August 1922.

William Russell Friday was born on 30 August 1890
in Butler, Missouri. He married Ora O. Jewell and
died 19 April 1942.

Jewel Friday was born on 29 November 1897 in
Missouri. She married Fred Morrison and died 30
April 1945,

The William H. Friday family is living in Black

River Township, Butler, Missouri on 14 June 1900 as
recorded on page 56 and 57 of film #1240843. The
family consists of William 47, grocer, Mary E. 35,
Daisy M. 14, Della 12, Willie 9, and Jewell 4.

The William H. Friday family is still living in Blak
River Township, Butler, Missouri on 16 April 1910
and they own their house. This is recorded on page
97 of film #1374782. Even though she is married
Daisy 24 is living in the house at this time. Hmee
children are living with their father. Della 2Zwiel

14 and Willie R. 19 are also living at home.

William belonged to the Masonic organization and
obtained some of their highest orders. It is said
was a 3% degree mason.
