
John H. Carlton 
 
John Henry Carlton was born in Chester, South 
Carolina on 1 December 1831.  He is the son of 
William Ringold Carlton and Jane McKinney. 
 
In 1840 John Carlton is living in Carroll, 
Tennessee with his mother as listed on page 51 
of film #24544.  She is listed as Jane Calton and 
is living next door to her father, James 
McKinney. 
 
On 14 October 1850 John is living in Carroll, 
Tennessee with his grandmother Elizabeth 
McKinney, 77.  Mary R. Keloough, 20 is living 
in the home.   John is 18.  They are living in the 
5th Civil District as recorded on page 66 of film 
#24564. 
  
John Carlton marries Galconda Donnell on 20 or 
22 November 1856 in Carroll, Tennessee, at her 
father’s home.  Rev. M. H. Weal performed the 
marriage. 
 
Virginia is born on 20 November 1857 in 
Tennessee, probably Carroll. Virginia was 
married in Yell, Arkansas 11 January 1882 to 
Elijah A. Dees. 
 
James is born on 23 November 1859 in 
Tennessee.  He may have died young. 
 
John Carter (Carlton) is living in the 15th District 
of Carroll, Tennessee on 21 June 1860 as 
recorded on page 12 of film #805243.  They are 
living close to the Donnell family, Galconda’s 
parents.  Post Office is listed as S. Carroll.  John 
Carter 28, Golconda 18, Virginia 2, Newton  
(James) 7 months. 
 
William is born 30 September 1861 in Carroll, 
Tennessee.  He married Martha Tate on 9 March 
1887 and he died either on 5 January 1948 or 
possibly some time after 1956 in Holdenville, 
Hughes, Oklahoma.  He was 95 or older when he 
died. 
 
Sarrah is born 23 October 1863 in Tennessee. 
Sarah was married 11 January 1883 in Yell, 
Arkansas to Robert William Hunter.  Sarah died 
sometime after 1900.   
 
Marry is born 25 December 1865 in Tennessee. 
Mary was married 8 January 1885 in Yell, 
Arkansas to John R. Dees.  
 

Elnorah is born 24 May 1868 in Tennessee. 
Elnorah was married 20 May 1886 in Yell, 
Arkansas to R. M. Sullivant. 
 
The family has not been found on the 1870 
census. 
 
Ophelia is born 15 October 1870 in Tennessee.  
Ophelia was married on 2 March 1887 in Yell, 
Arkansas to J. Floyd Cope.  She later married 
John Jefferson Hunter in 1889.  She died before 
1899. 
 
John is born on 28 July 1872 in Tennessee.  John 
apparently dies before 1880, as he is not listed on 
the census with his family.  However, one 
researcher reports that he married Mary in 1897.  
This should be verified. 
 
Margaret is born on 4 September 1874 in 
Tennessee. 
 
Caldonia is born on 26 November 1876 in 
Tennessee.  She dies sometime after 1900. 
 
Nancy is born on 21 July 1878 in Tennessee.  It 
is possible that Nancy married S. H. Jackson in 
Yell, Arkansas on 2 October 1893. 
 
The family is living in Milan, Gibson, Tennessee 
on 1 June 1880 as recorded on page 434 A of 
film #1255255.  The family includes: John 48, 
Galconda 38, Virginia 23, William 18, Sarah 16, 
Mary 14, Elnnora 12, Ophelia 10, Margaret 6, 
Caledonia 4, and Nancy 2 
 
Emma Etta was born 22 December 1880 in 
Gibson, Tennessee.  Emma Etta married Claude 
Rauston Hawkins on 19 July 1899.  Emma died 
in Antioch, Contra Costa, California on 19 May 
1969. 
 
Samuel H. (Conway) was born 17 June 1884 in 
Yell, Arkansas.  He apparently died young.  In 
the 1900 census he was listed as Conway.  
 
A land grant was made to John Charlton on 1 
February 1894 in Yell, Arkansas.  This is 
probably to the son and is described as Sec 36 
5N 22W 160 acres 
 
John probably died before 1900 as he is not 
found on the census. 



 

Galconda E. Donnell  
 
Galconda was born on 25 December 1841 in 
Tishomingo, Mississippi to Samuel L .Donnell 
and Sarah Ann Smith. 
 
Samuel Donnall is listed on page 17 of the 1845 
census for Tishomingo, Mississippi .  The 
household consists of 2 males and 3 females. 
 
Samuel Donnell is living in the North Division, 
Tishomingo, Mississippi on 19 October 1850 as 
recorded on page 40 of film #443594  He is 
listed as Sam’l Donato age 37, Sarah age 31, 
John is 11, Galconda is 9, Caladonia is 6, 
Augustus is 4, and Levi is 1. 
 
It is not known when Galconda died.  Sometime 
after 1884 possibly in Yell, Arkansas.
